PASSENGER ACCOMMODATION

There is presently only one cabin for passengers available. This cabin is carpeted, has private facilities with
shower and WC and is further equipped with TV/Video player and a portable audio unit with CD/tape player
and AM/FM radio (not short wave). Please also refer to more detailed information below.

This cabin measures approximately 18 square meters (incl. bathroom) and has three forward facing
windows with mostly unobstructed view (depends on cargo). The room features a sofa, a chair, a small
writing desk, a shelf, a floor cabinet, a three-door wardrobe, a mirror, a mini-refrigerator and twin beds side
by side (measuring about 90 cm x 200 cm each) with a nightstand in between.
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FORMALITIES

The ship does not have a doctor onboard. Therefore all passengers, regardless of age, must present a
clean medical certificate from their physician prior to boarding, which confirms that they are in good health
and able to travel on a freighter without regular medical care. The age limit is 75.

Passengers must further be able to negotiate stairs well because accommodations and public facilities are
spread over several decks and there is no elevator.
